We believe that the proposals would result in financial statements that would be useful 
to users.

We are not aware of any regulatory issues that may affect implementation.

We believe that there is a need for a similar amendment in AASB lin the context of 
ilccounting for government loans under AASB 1004 Contributions by not for profit 
entities. A first time adopter of Australian Accounting Standards including AASB 1004 
would face the same practical difficulties in determining fair value retrospectively as a 
for-profit entity complying with AASB 120 for the first time. 

(d) Whether the proposals are in the best interests of the Australian economy 

The proposals are in the best interests of the Australian economy. 

(e) Unless already provided in response to specific matters for comment 1 - 4 
above, the costs and benefits of the proposals relative to the current 
requirements, whether quantitative (financial or non-financial) or qualitative.
